 We both waited a long time to find one another and begin our family. We feel that gives 
us an understanding of reality about life that is unique. We try not to sweat the small 

stuff and we realize that parenting and life are beautiful (though sometimes hard)  
journeys. Our daughter almost died at birth... God saved her life through the hospital 
staff’s hands the night she was born. Because of those circumstances, we are not able 

to have a second child biologically. After we began our adoption journey, we were 
matched with a birth mom who ultimately changed her mind and decided to keep the baby 

after we had prepared our hearts, our daughter’s heart, and our home for 3 months to 
welcome a new baby. It was so very devastating that it didn’t work out, but our faith 

leads us to believe that God must have a different child in His plan for us. We both love 
being parents, and can’t wait to grow our family.

We imagine you may have mixed emotions right now and we want to respect that, as 
those are very real… they are part of your story and of your baby’s story. Even though 

you don’t plan to raise your baby, we know that you will always have a piece of your child 
in your heart... you will always be a part of your child, and he or she will always be a part 

of you. There will always be a special bond, which we want to help both you and your 
child explore and develop if that is your desire.

We are truly good people and strive to be the best parents we can be. We would love 
the honor and privilege of being blessed with another child to complete our family. We 

can't imagine how difficult this decision is for you, but we are praying for you as God 
leads you to the right family for this baby. We are praying that you feel peaceful  in your 
adoption plan and in the family you choose for your baby.
